Persons other that parent must\uetten permission by parent
authorizing the medication. The Wanna Play Progrgiimot be held responsible
for reactions to medication given on The Wanna Pleggram property.

2. We ask that you keep a sick and/or contagious ttafde, for obvious reasons. If
your child comes down with highly contagious illsesich as chicken pox, please,
give us a call that we can inform the other farsilie be on the lookout.

3. Children who are not potty trained will be includedall of the Wanna Play
programs.Parents are asked to provide diapers/pull-ups and yes for any
changes that need to occur during a session.

Change in Group Enrollment

If a child is placed in a group and the facilitatobserve that a group is not appropriate
for the child’s needs the child will be removednfrthe group. The parent will be
informed of another possible group or one to orssisas (one time per week) into which
the child can transition. An additional one to @ession may also be suggested by one
of the directors to better support the child ingieup environment.

Reporting and Communications

The Wanna Play Program offers social goal listgpfments enrolled in group, individual,
and ESY session at the end of fall, spring, andsensessions. We are always willing
to do full end of session write ups for enrolledarten for a small fee. The reports
include observations of the session and goalsdotimued social development. We are
also happy to provide any feedback, strategierghions and letters to share with
therapist, teachers and other agencies. We wdsddoa happy to provide other
information or reports specifically for IEPs andetiegs including full Social
Assessment for an addition fee of $300.

We are also available for parents for communicagibout what is happening in sessions
and are happy to schedule consults to discussfipesues.

Confidentiality

All documents concerning your child that you haupgied to the directors of The
Wanna Play Program will be kept confidential. Ag®f any of the documents written
by the staff of The Wanna Play Program will be gite the parents or guardians of the
child and only shared with other professionals witiiten consent of the parents or
guardians.

The staff at ( ) (hereafterremd to as the clinic) are
committed to providing caring and professional mkhealth care to all of our clients.
As part of the delivery of mental health serviceshvave established a finical policy
which provides payment policies and options ta@aiisumers. The financial policy of the




clinic is designed to clarify the payment policassdetermined by the management of the
clinic.

The Person Responsible for Payment (as noted iRdlgsent Contract for Services) will
be financially responsible for payment of such smw. The Person Responsible for
Payment of Account is financially responsible fayjmg funds not paid by insurance
companies or third-party payers after 60 days. Reysnot received after 120 days are
subject to collections. A 1% per month interese iatcharged for accounts over 60 days.
Missed individual sessions or cancellations leas &4 hours prior to the appointment
are charged at a rate noted in the Payment CorfitnaServices.

Other Provisions

When payment for services are the responsibilithefclient, or a person who has
agreed to providing payment, and payment had ren bgade in a timely manner,
collection agencies may be utilized in collectimgaid debts. The specific content of the
services (e.g. diagnosis, treatment plan, progresss, testing) is not disclosed. If a debt
remains unpaid it may be reported to credit ageneied the client’s credit report may
state the amount owed, the time-frame, and the rodirtine clinic or collection source.

Third-party payers are given information that theguest regarding services to the
client. Information which may be requested inclutige® of service, date/times of
service, diagnosis, treatment plan, descriptiomgiirment, progress of therapy, and
summaries.

Information about clients may be disclosed in cttasions with other professionals in
order to provide the best possible treatment. élhsases the name of the client, or any
identifying information, is not disclosed. Clinicaformation about the client is
discussed. Some progress notes and reports aatedityped within the clinic or by
outside sources specializing in (and held accolmfal) such procedures.

In the event in which the clinic or mental healtbfpssional must telephone the client for
purpose such as appointment cancellations or rearsndr to give/receive other
information, effort are made to preserve confidaityi. Please notify us in writing where
we may reach you by phone and how you would likeoudentify ourselves. For
example, you might request that when we phone ybome or work, we do not say the
name of the clinic or the nature of the call, laiher the mental health professional’s first
name only. If this information is not provided te {below), we will adhere to the
following procedure when making phone calls: Rivstwill ask to speak to the client (or
guardian) without identifying the name of the dtinif the person answering the phone
asks for more identifying information we will sayet it is a personal call. We will not
identify the clinic (to protect confidentiality)t Wwe reach an answering machine or voice
mail we will follow the same guidelines.
